Level 3 (Beginner) Solo– No more than 3 spins/6 elbows  Time: 1½ - 2 min. 

Level 4 (Intermediate) Solo – No more than 4 spins/8 elbows Time: 1½  - 2¼ min. 

Level 5 (Advanced) Solo  - No restrictions -  Time – 2 to 2 ½ min. 

Boys Solo – Ages 0-8, 9-11, 12-14, 15 & over   Time 1 ½ to 2 ½ min. 

College Solo – combination of one-baton and novelty; use standard march –  

       music – time limit 1 ½ to 2 ½; one baton minimum of 1 minute 

Beg., Int. & Adv. Instate Solo – Ages: 0-8, 9-11, 12-14, 15 & Over.  Time limit – 

         same as solo classification.  Michigan residents only
